Mr. Eltringham questioned if training has been scheduled for the 
cleanouts.  Mr. Sukeena will call Don Cuff tomorrow to set it up.  Mr. Mahalchick 
stated that the important thing is keeping a schedule and prioritizing the cleanouts.
