One project that was not included in the original bond financing was Pine St. The Sewer Authority is
bidding a project on Pine St and will include the water line replacement. The Municipal Authority will
then reimburse the Sewer Authority for the water line work using the bond funds.

Mr. Cuff recommended to the Borough Manager, Robert Mahalchick using their portion of the COVID
funds for curbs and sidewalks. The Municipal Authority can use the COVD funds for infrastructure or
any restoration.

Solicitors Report:
Mrs. Spittler and Mr. Reber met with Solicitor Evans regarding the timber company crossing SCMA
property. Attorney Sud Patel, SCMA’s attorney will work with Solicitor Evans to get an agreement.
